Missing school for sports or school-sponsored field trips does not count as an absence. There is an appeal process outlined in the Student Handbook. All students will be getting a copy of the handbook in September at which time we will review it. 

Tardy Policy: Our school tardy policy states that students who arrive late to any one class four times in one quarter will have their quarter grade lowered one whole grade. Students who cut class will have their quarter grade lowered one-third of a grade for each cut. An unexcused absence (no note or phone call from a parent or guardian) will constitute a cut, so please call the school or send a note if your child is absent. Parents will be notified if their child is coming late to class or missing too much school. 
Grading: Every four weeks, students will receive grade checks. I require that they show the slip to their parents and get it signed. Grades will be earned as such:
